Collective Worship

We have not issued any advice to the LEA on Collective Worship. There have been no requests for determinations (lifting the statutory requirement that collective worship be wholly or mainly of a broadly Christian character). We have reviewed and approved a scheme for determination for use in Kingston.

SACRE have not had to deal with any complaints referred to us from the LEA on either the agreed syllabus or regarding collective worship.

We continued to be a member of the National Association of SACRE and have benefited from their conferences, newsletters and other publications. 

We also continue to receive and distribute QCA documents which we have found to be most help. 

RE Examination results

We have also been pleased with the uptake of the RE short course at GCSE and it is hoped that this will continue to grow. 

Relationships with the community

We have sought to bring a clearer understanding of other religions, denominations and belief systems by continuing to rotate the venues for our meetings with escorted viewings at places of worship. The Resource Databank which includes about 50 Places of Worship in the LEA area has continued to be helpful. This provides a resource for all schools, who can choose an appropriate place of worship to visit as part of their studies and invite guest speakers to their school. This assists not only RE lessons, but also School Assemblies. The databank is available on the SACRE’s Website.
