> There will be a different theme each time. Entries depicting all
parts of the Royal Borough of Kingston upon Thames will be
welcomed (Kingston, Surbiton, New Malden, Old Malden,
Tolworth, Hook and Chessington).

> Competitors have a year to fake photographs on the chosen theme
so that seasons and a good cross section of events can be
covered.

> Enfries should be black & white or colour prints. They may be taken
on digital or traditional cameras and should be an accurate record
of the subject/s photographed. Prints should be submitted by post
at a minimum size of 7 x 5 inches and maximum A4 size.

> You may submit any number of photographs but please use one
application form per photograph—you may photocopy  this
application form.

> Please write your name (school or group), address and telephone
number on the back of your photograph.

> Entrants will agree fo obtain the permission of the people they
photograph and  will complete the photographic Licence
Agreement on the back page.

> A selection of the best photographs will form part of the permanent
collections and may be used in museum exhibitions and
publications.
