e The Royal Borough of Kingston is situated
in the South West of London and is
bordered by Richmond to the west;
Wandsworth to the north; Merton to the
north-east, Sutton to the south-east and
Surrey to the South.

e The Borough covers an area of 38.66
square kilometres, which makes it the
seventh smallest out of the London
boroughs in terms of its geographical
area.

. Aged 2008 mid-year estimates show that the largest age group in Kingston is
composed of people aged 25-35. Kingston has a predominantly young popula-
tiond only 12% of residents are aged over 65. People of working age (16-64) make
up 67.5% of the population.

. Sexual orientation 0 Data on same sex couples aggregated by The Office of Na-
tional Statistics indicates that there were 312 people in same sex relationships in
Kingston in 2001. The population in this group will become clearer because of the
introduction of civil partnership registrations. There have been 98 registrations in
Kingston since services commenced from December 2005 whilst 228 individuals
have given notice of intent to form a civil partnership.

. Disability 0 Census data shows that in 2001 there were 19,067 people with a lim-
iting long term illness (12.9% of the community). A limiting life long iliness is de-
finedasanylongt er m il Il ness, health problem or |di
daily activities or the work they can do.

® The 2001 Census measured the Borough
population at 147,273, the smallest population
of any London borough (excluding the City of
London). This places Kingston as the 27th
most densely populated local authority in the
country (out of 375).

® Following a minor dip between 1992 and1994
the Boroughoés popul ation
from 134,280 in 1981 to 160,100 in 2008.

® |n the 2002-2008 period there was an increase
in total population of 6.61% in the Borough.
This was a significantly higher rate of increase
than Outer London (2.47%), Greater London
(3.37%) and England (3.62%).

® The overall increase in total Borough
population is projected to be 6.60% in the pe-
riod 2006-2011.

e  The number of live births in Kingston varied considerably between 1991
and 2001.

®  Since 2001, apart from a slight drop between 2004 and 2005, the number
of live births in Kingston has increased each year. In 2008 there were
2,248 live births in kingston.

®  Since 2001 the number of births in the borough has been rising. This is consistent
with regional trends but is at a higher rate than has been forecast in the population

projections.

e  The fertility rate in Kingston increased between 2001 and 2007 from 1.44 to 1.7. This
was lower than the London rate of 1.91 and the UK rate of 1.9. The fertility rates for
the neighbouring boroughs of Sutton and Merton were 1.89 and 1.88 respectively.

®  There has been a 2% increase in the number of women of childbearing age in King-

ston between 2001 and 2009.

o Current projections show a continued rise in birth rate until 2012. After this time it is

predicted to slowly fall.

. Owner-occupation and privately rented housing are the main forms of tenure in King-
ston.

. The borough has a relatively small social housing sector compared to the London
average, with Council and Registered Social Landlord housing making up around 12%
of the housing stock.

. Census data shows that the majority of tlhe
houses (64%), with 36% flats. A significant proportion of the private sector stock (67%)
was built before 1944.

. Between 2003 and March 2008, 2168 houses were built in the borough, the largest pro-
portion in Kingston Town where 1359 new houses were built.

. The majority of new houses built (47%) were two bedroom units. A further 35% were
one bedroom and studio units.

. As at the 31 March 2008 there were 564 units under construction. The majority of these
(51%) were in Kingston Town.

. I n April 2008, 27% of the Council 6s housgi
In the private sector 42% of homes fell below the standard. The average percentage of
non-decent homes for England is 39%.

. Around 676 homeless households are living in temporary housing, with 218 households
accepted as homeless in 2008/09.

. The Strategic Market Needs Assessment indicates a shortfall of 1,738 affordable homes
over the next five years.

The
Korean population in New Malden is
estimated to be the largest in Europe.

« The map to the right shows the percentage of
ethnic population other than white in the 97
SOAs (Super Output Areas) in Kingston.
SOAs have been created to improve the
reporting of small area statistics in England
and Wales. They comprise a smaller area
level than wards, with between 1,000 and
3,000 residents.

« Population projections for the period
2001-2026 indicate a rise in the
ethnic minority populations in both
Kingston and Greater London. The
total minority ethnic population in
Kingston in 2026 is predicted to be
29% (up from 16% in 2001). In
Greater London the figure in 2026 is
estimated to be 39% (from 29% in
2001)

e The Department of Communities and Local Government
released the English Indices of Deprivation in December
2007 (an update of the 2004 release). The data was
geographically split into sub-divisions of wards known as
SOAs (super output areas). There are 97 SOAs in the
borough; 32,482 in England.

e The Index of Multiple Deprivation (IMD) was created by
using seven different domains: income, employment, health
deprivation and disability, education skills and training,
barriers to housing and services, crime and living
environment.

e Out of the 354 local authorities in England, Kingston is
ranked 245" (1 = most deprived, 354 = least deprived). It
has dropped from 265th in 2004, i.e. it has become more
deprived in comparison to other authorities.

e The vast majority of wards in the borough are ranked in the
least deprived category nationally. Kingston has no SOA
in the most deprived national 10% and only one (in
Norbiton) in the 10-20% band. One SOA in Grove and one
in Berrylands are in the 20-30% most deprived areas
nationally.

o Of all the domains, the one with the most significant
increase in deprivation relative to other areas in England is
Barriers to Housing and Access to Services. This may
indicate that overcrowding problems are increasing and
people are finding it more difficult to own their own homes,
due to affordability and supply.

Living Environment Deprivation

e The Living Environment Deprivation Domain focuses on deprivation with respect to the
characteristics of the living environment. There are two sub-domains within the Living
Environment Domain: the indoors living environment, measuring the quality of housing; and the
outdoors living environment, which measures air quality and road traffic accidents.

e Both the 2004 and 2007 maps have been included as there is such a difference between the
two. The Living Environment deprivation has increased according to the Indices of Deprivation.

e The town centres of Kingston, Surbiton and New Malden are all highlighted within the most
deprived 27% SOAs in England.

e One area of Norbiton is ranked within the most deprived 5% in the country. There are an
additional 5 SOAs in the most deprived 10% i
Berrylands and Surbiton Hill.
