Generally only workers who need to know about you will have information shared with them.  However there
may be times when the people working with you may need to share information: 

e.g When they need to find out urgently if a young person is at risk of serious harm  
To help a young person who is at risk of harm
When an adult is at risk of harm
To help prevent or detect a serious crime
