Future Plans i Primary Phase

A Permanent expansion required to provide an additional
405 places across the Borough from Sept 2011 (26%
INncrease on current permanent capacity per year)

A Strategy for permanent expansion in all areas of borough

from 2011:

I Kingston Town +4 fe
I Maldens & Coombe +4 fe

I Surbiton +3.5 fe

I South of the Borough +2 fe
A 2/3 of London Boroughs have reported similar upward
trend in demand for places
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Guiding Principles for Expansion

A maintain outstanding education in RBK
A minimise the use of temporary accommodation
A pupils able to attend a local school (within two miles)

A parental preference - expand popular and high achieving
schools which are on sites that are physically capable of
expansion

A primary schools should be 1 to 4 fe, infant & junior
schools 2 to 4fe

A class sizes should be 30 pupils or fewer
A maintain balance between community and faith schools

A Limited sites for new school developments

A Need for places geographically

A Not all school sites able to expand

A Statutory consultation on Published Admission
Number and requirement to apply for a variation

A Planning process regarding physical changes to
the schools

28 April 2010 Public meeting held

1 June 2010 Close of this consultation on expansion

May i June 2010 Separate pre-planning application consultation

30 June 2010 Kingston Executive considers results of this
consultation on expansion

9 July 2010 If agreed, Public Notice issued

6 August 2010 Public Notice expires

June to October 2010 Submission of planning application,

consultation and decision made

7 September 2010 Kingston Executive decides whether to approve
expansion (subject to planning consent) or OSA __

September 2011 onwards Building works completed /progressing and |
expansion delivered
