The Safe Network

What is it?
The Unit has been set up to protect the eight million children and young people that take part in voluntary activi-
ties. The unit is managed by NSPCC and Children England.

What does it plan to do?
To safeguard children by:

Assisting voluntary and community organisations to put policies and procedures in place to prevent abuse
within their activities or services

Equipping staff and volunteers to recognise children who may be at risk of abuse within their home or the
wider community and to take appropriate action

Helping voluntary and community organisations introduce safer recruitment arrangements to ensure they
have the right people working with children. This will include advising organisations on the implementation
of the new Vetting and Barring arrangements coming into force later this year

Providing information on effective anti-bullying policies
Helping organisations reduce avoidable accidents to children when they take part in trips or activities

Providing information for parents and carers so they will know if organisations their children are involved in
have sound safeguarding arrangements in place

How?

The Safe Network’s services will be provided — primarily through its website - to a wide range of third sector or-
ganisations that involve children in their activities or services including: local voluntary and community organisa-
tions; faith and black minority ethnic groups, cultural and leisure activities; large and medium sized national child
care organisations; trustees and funders; parents, carers and children.

Vetting and Barring Scheme what does it mean to your organisation?

Please note the following information comes from the Independent Safeguarding Authority (ISA) butin

the light of recent media attention and the current review taking place by Sir Roger Singleton, procedures

and timings set out here may be changed.

From 12 October 2009, the Vetting and Barring Scheme (VBS) is being introduced to help prevent unsuitable people
undertaking paid or volunteer work with children or vulnerable adults.

To help publicise the changes, The Independent Safeguarding Authority (ISA) has created an online toolkit containing a
selection of downloadable material, including posters and inserts for use by organisations. The materials are available
at http://www.isa-gov.org/toolkit/

There are four variations of each type of material, to communicate the message to different groups in the most appro-
priate way.

Key dates

12th October 2009 and 26th July 2010

What will change on 12th October 2009?

Increased safeguards will be introduced , further enhancing protection of children and vulnerable adults.

The three current barring lists (POCA, POVA, and List 99) will be replaced by the creation of two new barred
lists administered by the ISA rather than several government departments. Checks of these new lists can be
made as part of an enhanced CRB check.

Employers, social services and professional regulators have a duty to refer to the ISA any information about
individuals who may pose a risk ensuring potential threats to vulnerable groups can be dealt with.

There will be criminal penalties for barred individuals who seek or undertake work with vulnerable groups and for
employers who knowingly take them on.

The eligibility criteria for Enhanced CRB checks will be extended to include anyone working in a regulated activ-

ity.

What will change on 26th July 2010?

From 26th July 2010 all entrants to roles working regularly with vulnerable groups and those switching jobs to a
new provider within these sectors in England, Wales and Northern Ireland, will be able to register with the ISA
and be checked

Individuals will be able to apply for ISA-registration and a CRB check (including an ISA check) on a new applica-
tion form.

When a person becomes ISA registered they will be continuously monitored and their status reassessed against
any new information which may come to light.

So as not to disrupt normal recruitment over the traditionally busy summer period, the legal requirement for em-

ployees to register with the ISA, and employers to check their status, will come into effect in November 2010

Youth Opportunities Fund

Kingston's Youth Service has funding available in its Youth Opportunities Fund and its Youth Capital
Fund. The Government has given Kingston a fund of £162,200 for the year 2009/10 to be spent on
‘places to go’ and ‘things to do’. Youth clubs or groups can apply for a grant from this fund to set up ac-
tivities and projects, or to refurbish premises or buy equipment.

All applications must be submitted by young people, and there is a panel of young people who decide
on how the money should be spent.
