Neighbourhood statistics

Site includes local census information available at various levels including postcode / super output
area / ward / local authority / PCT of choice. Site includes Census population statistics, births,
standardised mortality ratios (SMRs), teenage conception rates, congenital malformations and
synthetic healthy lifestyle indicators.

Tip: if you can't find a dataset you think should be available, try browsing by topic first, then choose your geographical
area of interest.

Index of Multiple Deprivation (IMD)

The Index of Multiple Deprivation 2004 (IMD 2004) was published by the Office of the Deputy
Prime Minister in September 2004. It is a measure of multiple deprivation at small area level down
to Super Output Area (SOA) of which there are 32,482 in England. The index is made up of seven
domain indices at SOA level: Income Deprivation, Employment Deprivation, Health Deprivation and
Disability, Education Skills and Training Deprivation, Barriers to Housing and Services, Living
Environment Deprivation, Crime in addition to two supplementary Indices - Income Deprivation
Affecting Children and Income Deprivation Affecting Older People. The overall IMD is a weighted
area level aggregation of the dimensions of deprivation.
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2. LIFE STYLE DATA

Health Survey for England (HSE)
http:/www.dh.gov.uk/PublicationsAndStatistics/PublishedSurvey/HealthSurveyForEngland/fs/en
Annual survey commissioned by the Department of Health designed to provide regular
information on various aspects of the nation's health including alcohol and tobacco use. All
surveys covered the adult population aged 16 and over living in private households in England
with children included every year since 1995.

General Household Survey (GHS)

An inter-departmental multi-purpose continuous survey carried out by the ONS collecting
information on a range of topics from people living in private households in Great Britain. The
survey has run continuously since 1971, except for breaks in 1997/8 (when the survey was
reviewed) and 1999/2000 when it was re-developed.

This large annual survey contains questions on education, employment, health and lifestyle
(including alcohol and tobacco use)

Collected data includes number of registered
patients, disease prevalence and clinical indicator data at practice level.

The national cancer registration system attempts to record data on all those diagnosed in order to
provide direct and indirect measures of incidence, mortality and survival. Most registries hold a vast
amount of data including treatment, tumour stage, site and histological types of lesion, consultant
and place of death and over time have been extended to include analyses of prevention, treatment
and care. Notification is voluntary but registries in England and Wales achieve over 90%
ascertainment and contribute data on population-based incidence to the national cancer
registration system at ONS.
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7. Confidential Inquiries

Deaths in a number of special categories are examined through the ‘Confidential Enquiry’ process.
Anonymised information from case notes and reports on those who died are examined by panels of
appropriate professionals to assess whether the death was due to avoidable factors and to identify
ways of improving the quality of care. NICE assumed responsibility for commissioning and funding
the programme in 1999. There are three confidential enquiries as follows:
