Castel Hill will be a 2 form entry Primary School with a Nursery and a 
Childrenôs Centre.  The age range of the children is 3 years to 11 years. 

 
Location of the school:  
Current Location: 
The lower school is currently located in Buckland Road which is a cul de sac 
leading off Moor Lane opposite North Parade shops and Chessington North 
railway station.  There is one point of access currently used in Buckland Road 
and another possible point of access, which was used in the past, from Mount 
Road.   
 
The upper school is located nearby in Moor Lane, with pedestrian access 
from the main road and vehicular access through a cul de sac.   
 
Roads around both sites are residential; although they are very busy during 
the morning peak and still relatively busy during the afternoon school pick up 
time.  There is an industrial area to the north east of the school although few 
pupils travel through this area and the industrial traffic does not pass the 
school due to width restrictions. 
 
Planned amalgamation: 
There is a proposal to relocate both the infant and the junior school to the 
lower school site ï Buckland Road site from September 2008.   
 
The number of pupils on site at 2-form entry would be a maximum of 420 
(plus Nursery - estimated part-time pupils between 80 and 100).  At present it 
is 404.     
 
In the past the number of children at the lower school when it was 3 and then 
4 form entry reached up to 439 pupils with around 400 pupils in the years 
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2001-2003.  Therefore this amalgamation does not represent a significant 
difference to historic numbers of pupils when both schools were bigger.
