Street Nameplates Specification

Content:

Nameplates to be white ground 

Lettering to be black (90mm Kindersley script)

Borough logo to be on left side in green (BS ref 318 C 225)

Locality name to be bottom right side (50mm MOT script, 

names defined on Plan DS/0265/3) in green lettering (BS ref  318 C 225)

First part of postcode to be bottom left side (50mm MOT script) in red lettering (BS ref  318 C 537)

Use of “T” symbol for cul-de-sac streets

Inclusion of Conservation Area designation, where applicable and appropriate, at the discretion of the Director of Environment.

Materials:

Nameplate to be back printed polycarbonate

Black re-cycled plastic to be the preferred material for nameplate supports (posts 80mm X 80mm) and backboard (all secured with anti-tamper fixings), except where this material would be unsuitable e.g. Town centres, where extruded aluminium framing by Signfix Ltd. (Multiplank and Minipost sections) or similar approved, shall be used.

Nameplates to be mounted on buildings where existing/appropriate.

Double sided flag type nameplates to be used where appropriate and where their installation is the most economic method of provision.

Street Nameplates Policy 

Various aspects of the Borough’s policy on the construction and use of Street Nameplates were made by C’ttee over an extended period of time.

Environmental Services C’ttee resolved that:-

A gradual changeover to flag type street name plates be implemented as and when renewal is necessary and where locations are considered suitable.

The plates will incorporate the full Borough and district name which will be shown in smaller lettering and in a contrasting colour.

5 October 1977 

Environment Overview Panel resolved that:-
Specification of the cul-de-sac “T” symbol within street nameplates be endorsed.  

Cabinet be requested to agree that the information/material to be contained/used on street name plates where appropriate be as follows:

a. the material and design for the street name plates be the polycarbonate sign mounted in an aluminium frame

b. the sign should include the RBK logo (top left corner) the street name intself (centre) the name of the location (right bottom corner) and the house numbers (only on long roads when this would assist)










25 July 2001

Environment Overview Panel resolved that:-

the Panel endorse the specification of recycled plastic as the preferred material for street nameplate supports

the Panel endorse the use of double sided flag type nameplates where appropriate and where their installation is the most economic method of replacement where maintenance works are required; and

the locality boundaries (plan nos. DS/0265/01 and DS/0265/02) as the basis for ascribing locality names on replacement street nameplates be referred to Neighbourhood C’ttees to allow further consultation and to enable the views of Neighbourhood Committees to be referred to Cabinet.  Both plans to be referred to Old Malden Neighbourhood Committee and plan DS/0265/01 to be referred to the other Neighbourhood Committees.

Agreed the plan DS/0265/01 subject to the inclusion of roads in the area bounded by Dickerage Road, Coombe Lane West and Gloucester Road, which fall within the Coombe Vale Ward (i.e. New Malden and not Kingston)
