Attached is the application form and other information you will need in order to apply for a street works licence.

Please ensure the enclosed ‘Notes for Guidance’ are read carefully and that your company understands its obligations when working in the public highways, even if you are an experienced operator - note the changes to the New Roads and Street Works Act that have recently come into force regarding the recording of apparatus (Section 79) and charging for prolonged works under Section 74.

Please note that we require a minimum 10 working days notice of a start date before we can issue a licence and works can commence – this is because we have to inform the statutory utility companies of the works.

IMPORTANT NOTES FOR THOSE APPLYING FOR STREETWORKS LICENCE

BEFORE YOU START 

In order to issue a licence under Section 50 of the new Roads and Street Works Act 1991 (NRSWA) we require the following information to be supplied and conditions met:

1. Copies of all statutory undertaker’s apparatus in the location of your proposed works. A list of the stats numbers accompanies this fax

2. Proof of £5,000,000 Public Liability Insurance.

3. Proof of Supervisor’s qualifications under NRSWA, i.e. a photocopy of Street Works Qualifications Register card.

4. A4 plan showing approximate location of works.

5. Statement of Works, detailing start date*, expected duration, excavation methods, approximate dimensions and depths, and reinstatement specifications.  Details useful for working in the highway are available under the NRSWA Codes of Practice.

6. For openings of up to 30m2, a cheque for 

· For Commercial developments/ new services: -£380.00 (covering £125 inspection fees, £110 administration fees and £145 commuted sum in lieu of an annual fee), made payable to “Kingston Corporation”, per opening. †
· For Residential repairs: - £120 only made payable to “Kingston Corporation”, per opening. †
7. Out of hours and/or emergency telephone number.

8. The attached application form completed and signed by the owners or managers of the above property 

9. The attached NRSWA ‘N’ Notice filled out*.

10. Should your works require any form of traffic or pedestrian management, please contact Traffic Management Coordinator, Dave Springle on 020 8547 5993.  Please note that you will need special permission for use of portable traffic signals.

11. Should you wish to store materials on the highway you will require an additional licence (Section 171, Highways Act) for this. Please contact Enforcement Officer, Femi Ogundipe 020 8547 5478.
PLEASE NOTE THAT WE REQUIRE A MINIMUM OF 10 WORKING DAYS NOTICE OF A START DATE BEFORE A LICENSE IS ISSUED AND WORKS CAN COMMENCE.

* It is important that your start and end dates are given and adhered too; see page III of these guidance notes regarding charging under Section 74.
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 For openings of over 30m2, prices will be assessed and costed pro-rata.
IMPORTANT NOTES FOR THOSE APPLYING FOR STREETWORKS LICENCE
DURING EXCAVATION/REINSTATEMENT

When the above conditions have all been met and you have received your licence you are ready to begin work.

1. If you (the Licensee) or your contractors are unsure about any aspects of your job (signing/guarding, reinstatement specification or makeup of the street etc.) please contact us to discuss.

2. The licence you receive gives you permission to excavate in the highway but also makes you subject to the NRSWAct 1991. 

3. The Works will be subject to inspection by the Royal Borough of Kingston upon Thames at any time. Should the site safety or method of excavation/reinstatement be found defective under the Act, you shall be liable for defect inspection costs as detailed in the Codes of Practice for NRSWA and any further investigatory costs made by RBK.

4. Also note that the reinstatement carries the Licensee guarantee for two years. If the trench is found to be defective during this time you will fully liable for making remedial repairs.

5. Full information on all aspects of working in the highway under NRSWA can be found in the NRSWA Codes of Practice (‘Blue, Yellow and Pink’ books for general issues regarding co-ordination and noticing, reinstatement specifications and inspection regimes, new ‘purple’ book for issues relating to section 79 (see below)

AT THE END

After completion of work, we will then require, under Section 79 of the NRSWA:

1. The attached NRSWA ‘R’ Notice completed.

2. An ‘as built’ drawing on OS map scale 1:500 or better showing precise location of all apparatus and limits of excavations having taken place.

3. Accuracy of recording apparatus on site should be no worse than  ( 300mm. This accuracy must be represented on the map, together with a statement of co-ordinates as derived from either map or GPS.

4. The Licensee must also inform Royal Borough of Kingston of any known future alterations to the underground apparatus, or any change of ownership, so that the record may be suitably amended 

5. The works undertaken shall be subject to inspection by the Royal Borough of Kingston upon Thames under NRSWA. Should the apparatus or reinstatement be found defective under the Act, the owner shall be liable for defect inspection costs as detailed in the Codes of Practice for NRSWA and any further investigatory costs made by RBK.



IMPORTANT NOTES FOR THOSE APPLYING FOR STREETWORKS LICENCE
OTHER ISSUES TO BE AWARE OF

a) Your requirement under NRSWA for Safety at Streetworks. It is your responsibility to sign, light and maintain your work safely. Your qualified operative is required to be on site at all times during the works, which should be overseen by a qualified Supervisor.

b) Your requirement under the Act to give pedestrians and disabled people safe and clearly indicated routes around the site at all times.

c) RBK may direct times of working, especially where a street is subject to special controls.
d) Under Section 74, charges may be levied for work overruns according to the Category of the street. Please contact us if you require advice prior to works commencement, or immediately if you find delays unavoidable during the works.

e) All apparatus should be laid wherever possible in conformity with NJUG publication 7 (obtainable from National Joint Utilities Group, 30 Millbank, London, SW1P 4RD)

f) Your obligations to maintain apparatus in the street under Section 81.

g) Valuable guidance for safe digging practices is given in HSG47 “Avoiding danger from underground services”
