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Works update

The demolition work is now complete and the contractors left the site on
March 24th, R Durtnell & Son Ltd won the tendering process and took
possession of the site on April 4.

This means that we are on schedule for a Summer 2006 opening!

Although it looks like there is very little happening on site, a lot of preparatory
work is being done behind the scene. For example, the insurance surveys are
being conducted, the steel frame is being manufactured off side, and the

builders’ compound is being prepared within the former CAB premises.

The architects prepared drawings of what the final building will look like (see

page 4) and officers are considering the fixtures and fittings for the interiors.

We are planning a second meeting with Hook residents in June or July.
Nearer the date, we shall write to residents and post the announcement on
