Kingston Libraries work

· To provide a comprehensive library service, via libraries and as outreach, for young people of all abilities and from diverse backgrounds.

· To develop a closer relationship between Secondary School Libraries and the Public Library Service as a way of promoting services to teenagers in schools.

· To establish closer links with outreach and specialist groups working with young people in RBK, with a view to establishing youth related library projects.

· To establish closer relationships with youth clubs in the community as a way of promoting library services to youth groups.

· To develop the service by consultation and interaction with diverse communities, their agencies and other organisations.
· To hold promotional events in the library, or the community, which will enhance the profile of the service.

· To join with other local youth agencies in developing a dedicated central youth venue which can provide information and recreational reading material to teenagers.

· To develop the youth stock in the libraries in conjunction with the views and needs of local young people.

· To research the reading needs and habits of local teenagers and to use this information to tailor library services and resources effectively.

· To ensure that all library staff understand the importance of providing services to teenagers and that they feel confident in dealing effectively with this age group.

· To actively promote the diversity of reading material to teenagers in order to help them broaden their reading horizons.

· To establish Youth Library Web Pages with direct input from young people.

· To actively seek funding from relevant organizations in order to facilitate the above objectives.

· To achieve the above in accordance with the objectives of regional and national bodies involved in library work, social inclusion and youth issues.
